FFY 03 CENTRAL OKLAHOMA EMERGENCY MEDICAL DISPATCH (EMD) PILOT
PROJECT CONTRACT FUNDS AND TO AUTHORIZE THE ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO
NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE THE FFY 04 CENTRAL OKLAHOMA EMD PILOT PROJECT
CONTRACT WITH THE OSDH

INFORMATION: Staff is recommending amendment of the FFY 03 OSDH Central
Oklahoma EMD Pilot Project contract to better reflect true expenses for the
contract term. In addition, staff recommends renewing the Central Oklahoma
EMD Pilot Project contract for FFY 04, thereby carrying-forward funds negotiated
in the FFY 03 contract, as well as other contract budget modifications needed to
the FFY 04 grant contract.

DIRECTOR TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE ASSOCIATED SUBCONTRACTS WITH SOLE
SOURCE PROVIDER FOR EMD PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

INFORMATION: In conjunction with the current Central Oklahoma Emergency
Medical Dispatch Pilot Project contract with the Oklahoma State Department of
Health (OSDH), staff recommends that the Board of Directors designate the
National Academy of Emergency Dispatch/Priority Dispatch as the sole source
provider of EMD products and services. In addition, staff is requesting
authorization for the ACOG Executive Director to negotiate and execute
associated subcontracts for products and services that will be financed by this
grant.

Action Requested: Motion to designate the National Academy of Emergency
Dispatch/Priority Dispatch as the sole source provider of Central Oklahoma
Emergency Medical Dispatch products and services, and to further authorize the
ACOG Executive Director to negotiate and execute associated subcontracts for
products and services that will be financed by the 0SDH EMD Pilot Project grant,
subject to approval by legal counsel.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO CONSULTANT RETAINER AGREEMENT
(Attachment VI-L)

INFORMATION: The Association wishes to amend the FY 2004 Agreement with
0 & R Morgan, Inc. for consulting services. Due to the continuing vacancy in the
Deputy Director position, it was necessary for ACOG to use the consulting
services of Odell Morgan more than originally anticipated.

Staff recommends an increase in the maximum allowable contract amount from
$1,800.00 to $2,964.56. Unexpended funds within the FY 2004 budget are
available to cover this increase. The consultant’s work supports legislative and
regulatory actions.

Action Requested: Motion to authorize the Executive Director to amend the
consultant retainer agreement with 0 & R Morgan, Inc., subject to approval by
legal counsel.



UPGRADE OF OFFICE EQUIPMENT
(Attachment VI-M]

INFORMATION: ACOG currently leases a large, high-capacity copy machine. Staff is
requesting to trade-in this copy machine for an upgraded, newer digital model.
The Association will save approximately $446.00 per month if this trade-in is
approved.

Action Requested: Motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to trade-in
ACOG’s large copy machine and to secure the lease of a new, high-capacity digital
copy machine at the state contract price, subject to approval by legal counsel.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACT
AGREEMENTS WITH THE OKLAHOMA DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE/OFFICE OF
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT (0ODOC/0CD) FOR U.S. DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY FUNDS
FOR THE CLEAN CITIES PROGRAM AND ALTERNATIVE FUELS REBATE PROGRAM
(Attachment VI-N]

INFORMATION: The Oklahoma Department of Commerce/Office of Community
Development is offering ACOG contracts totaling $115,000 to operate the Central
Oklahoma Clean Cities Program and the Oklahoma Alternative Fuels Rebate
Program. Both programs are funded as components of the State Energy Plan.

Action Requested: Motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute
contracts with the Oklahoma Department of Commerce/Office of Community
Development, subject to their consistency with the adopted ACOG Work Program
and approval by legal counsel.

CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACT
AGREEMENT WITH THE OFFICE OF THE SECRETARY OF ENVIRONMENT FOR FUNDING
OF A 604 (B) PROJECT FOR SALT WATER CONTAMINATION MAPPING IN OKLAHOMA
COUNTY

(Attachment VI-0)

INFORMATION: The objective of this work plan proposal is to map salt-water
contamination sites in the ACOG area that pose threats to public and domestic
water supplies. The focus of this project is Thunderhead Hills in the City of
Edmond, where salt-water contamination was found in the early 1990s. A joint
sampling project with the Oklahoma Corporation Commission in 1999 showed the
extent of the southern part of the plume, which had affected approximately
fifteen homes and may be extending to Spring Creek. The progress and direction
of the contamination is still undetermined.



ACOG is committing funds from the 2001, 2003, and 2004 604(b) grant
programs for this project. The bulk of the money will be used to purchase an
8-channel resistivity system, as an upgrade to the present unit ACOG owns. This
system will function as a mapping instrument to define the present area of
contamination.

The Office of the Secretary of Environment has allocated $21,631.00 for this
project. The contract will be effective from June 6, 2004 through May 31, 2007.

Action Requested: Motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute a
contract with the Office of the Secretary of Environment for funding of a 604 (b)
project, subject to approval by legal counsel.

This PLAN sets forth the eligible entities in the ACOG region and recites
acceptable purposes for economic development projects and rural transportation
projects.

Action Requested: Review and discuss the REAP PLAN, and for an appropriate
motion to adopt the 2005 REAP PLAN, or such other action as the Board of
Directors may deem appropriate.



CONSIDER ALLOCATING USE OF REAP DEOBLIGATED FUNDS AND INTEREST
EARNINGS TO ALTERNATE TRANSPORTATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
PROJECTS

(Attachment VII-C)

INFORMATION: ACOG has accrued through June 30, 2003 $57,972.89 in interest
earnings on REAP funds from prior years. With the close of grant cycles for REAP
98-99, REAP 99-00, REAP 00-01 and REAP 01-02, ACOG now has $138,824.21 in
deobligated funds that can be allocated, with the Board’s approval, to REAP
projects previously approved by the ACOG Board of Directors.

Staff recommends that the accrued interest of $57,972.89 and the deobligated
funds of $138,824.21, be combined to create an additional REAP funding pool of
$196,797.10 for 2004 REAP projects previously approved by the ACOG Board of
Directors. The funding would be allocated to fund Transportation alternate
projects ($85,572.31) and alternate Economic Development projects
($111,224.79). The attached tables list the amount of funding to be allocated to
alternate projects.

In order to utilize these funds, staff must amend ACOG’s 2004 REAP contract with
the Office of the State Auditor and Inspector. Authorization is requested to
authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute the necessary documents to
amend this contract.

Action Requested: Motion to approve the use of accrued interest of $5¢7,972.89
from REAP funds from prior years as well as the deobligated funds of
$138,824.21 from the REAP projects for REAP 98-99, REAP 99-00, REAP 00-01
and REAP 01-02; to combine these monies which total $196,797.10 and fund six
additional REAP 2004 alternate Economic Development projects namely Calumet
(ED 2004-02 - $3,915.14), Lexington (ED-2004-09 - $50,000.00), Union City
(ED-2004-31 - $34,622.92), Geary (ED-2004-21 - $3,000.00), Mulhall (ED-2004-
19 - $16,000.00] and Coyle (ED-2004-18 - $3,686.73), or other alternate
Economic Development projects as previously selected by the Board, as well as
three additional REAP 2004 alternate Transportation projects namely Nicoma
Park (T-2004-05 - $14,353.09), Cedar Valley (T-2004-16 - $50,000.00) and
Canadian County District #1 (T-2004-14 - $21,219.22), or other alternate
Transportation projects as previously selected by the Board.; and to further
authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute the necessary documents to
amend ACOG’s 2004 REAP contract with the Office of the State Auditor and
Inspector, subject to approval by legal counsel.

AGREEMENT WITH THE OKLAHOMA DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE (0ODOC) FOR ACOG
APPROPRIATIONS FUNDING

Mr. Taylor said the annual state funding appropriation to ACOG, by statute, must be under formal
contract. Work to be performed under this contract is to be approved as a regular part of the
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annual ACOG Budget. Upon receipt of this contract, authorization is necessary for the ACOG
Executive Director to execute it in order to receive the appropriated funds.

Director Johnson made a motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute the state
appropriations contract with the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, subject to approval by
legal counsel and its consistency with the adopted ACOG Work Program. The motion was
seconded by Director Gumerson and carried with the following vote:

B. CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACT
AGREEMENT(S) WITH THE OKLAHOMA DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE (0DOC) TO PROMOTE
ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND IMPROVE TRANSPORTATION SERVICES IN
OKLAHOMA COMMUNITIES

Mr. Taylor said the Legislature has allocated $1,353,538.00 to the Oklahoma Department of
Commerce, for ACOG, for the purpose of promoting economic and community development and
improving transportation services in Oklahoma communities. The contract agreement(s)
authorizes ACOG to subcontract with the designated communities. Authorization is necessary
for the ACOG Executive Director to execute the contract(s] in order to receive these funds.

Director Johnson made a motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute the
economic and community development project contract(s] with the Oklahoma Department of
Commerce for projects in Oklahoma communities, and to enter into appropriate subcontracts
with the designated communities, subject to approval by legal counsel. The motion was
seconded by Director Hopper and carried with the following vote:

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C. CONSIDERATION OF ACOG BUDGET AND ASSESSMENT SCHEDULE

Mr. Taylor said the FY 2004-2005 Budget for the Association of Central Oklahoma Governments
is presented to the Board of Directors pursuant to the ACOG agreement and as recommended by
the Board of Directors’ Budget Committee. The Budget Committee met in three sessions to
develop their recommendations. At the meeting on June 17, 2004, they recommended the
attached budget document.

Mr. Taylor said the action being requesting is approval of the Annual Budget and Program of
Services, Dues Assessment Schedule, Fee Schedule for services requested by non-member
public and private entities and approval of the firm of John M. Arledge & Associates as ACOG’s
independent auditors for the FY 2003-2004 audit, which will be performed during FY 2005.

Mr. Taylor said the principles applied to the development of the budget are the preservation and
continuation of ongoing basic services to members, maintaining certification for the plan
requirements that ACOG is obligated to satisfy to provide for the ongoing flow of federal funds to
the region, and maintenance of local priorities as established by the Board and ACOG’s advisory
groups.

Mr. Taylor said state and local revenues generally remain in a constrained sense with the
exception of the federal transportation program that has grown through time but is presently on
the ropes. The recommendations are consistent with prior Board actions as well as those of the
Transportation, 9-1-1 and Water Resources Programs.

Mr. Taylor said staff recommended that the independent firm of John M. Arledge & Associates,
Inc. be retained as the auditor for the Association and 9-1-1 Association. This group was selected
following an RFP that was done last year.

Mr. Taylor noted that the program responsibilities for ACOG generally remain the same as those
in the past. The Board has approved a number of actions recently such as the stormwater public
education program, the Emergency Medical Dispatch program and system and the defibrillator
program, which are contained in the Work Program.

Mr. Taylor said the budget has been designed to appropriately match all secured federal and
state grants, satisfy all federal and state operational requirements and standards, support the
retainer agreement for legal counsel, and provide for ACOG’s office lease agreement. The dues
assessment will be increased by four percent. Population estimates were approved in April to
serve as the determination of population for representation and assessments.

Mr. Taylor said the budget recommendation does not provide for a cost of living adjustment for

employees. It does allow for merit increases as would be appropriate. The Budget Committee
also recommends the base salary of the Executive Director as is established in the Classification
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and Pay Plan, makes an adjustment of five percent for his car allowance and deferred
compensation program.

Mr. Taylor noted that the fee schedule is roughly the same as last year. There have been some
aerial photograph costs associated with an acquisition made last year and ACOG’s cost recovery
is adjusted appropriately for that.

Mr. Taylor said staff appreciated the extra time and effort granted by the Board Budget
Committee in working with staff through a series of three meetings to present this
recommendation to the Board.

Director Brown made a motion to approve the FY 2004-2005 budget document as recommended
by the ACOG Budget Committee. The motion was seconded by Director Jefferson and carried with
the following vote:

D. REAP DEOBLIGATION OF FUNDS AND INTEREST EARNINGS AND ALLOCATION OF THOSE
FUNDS TO ALTERNATE TRANSPORTATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS

John Johnson said staff recommended that this item be deferred until the August Board
meeting. Staff was not able to calculate the exact figures necessary to present this item to the
Board.

Mr. Johnson said in the course of the REAP grant program, there are cases were entities do not
finish their projects or never utilize any of their funds. That money must then be deobligated and
allocated to other projects. The Office of the State Auditor and Inspector requires that the COGs
have two categories of programs, the Transportation program and the Community/Economic
Development program. When funds are deobligated from a particular grant, that money is rolled
forward in that particular category.

Director Johnson made a motion to defer the Deobligation of Funds and Interest Earnings
agenda item until the August Board meeting. The motion was seconded by Director Brown and

E. STORMWATER PUBLIC EDUCATION PROGRAM FOR PHASE Il COMMUNITIES

Jerry Church said one of the primary minimum control measures that the Environmental
Protection Agency requires regarding EPA Phase Il municipal stormwater regulations is public
education and outreach. With 21 Phase Il communities in the Central Oklahoma region, ACOG is
planning to develop a public education and outreach program that will fulfill this requirement.
The regional approach will assist communities that may not have the time or resources to
properly implement an effective program on their own.

Funding for the project comes from an EPA grant that is jointly shared by the Indian Nations
Council of Governments, the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality and ACOG. ACOG will
serve as a project administrator for the Central Oklahoma region. ACOG’s share for this program
is approximately $52,000. A portion of this funding (approximately $5,000] has been spent on
research and development. All of the funds are to be allocated by October 31, 2004.

ACOG staff established criteria for recommendation of projects. Priority was given to a
company’s experience and its ability to best meet the objectives of the program. Based on the
qualifications provided, previous public education program experience and individual interviews,
ACOG staff recommends S Design Inc. and Third Degree Advertising, both Oklahoma City based
companies, to carry out the programming.

Any remaining funds would be utilized by ACOG staff for program research and administration.

Director Hopper made a motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute Contractor
Agreements with Third Degree Advertising and S Design Inc. to develop stormwater public
education programming, subject to approval by legal counsel. The motion was seconded by

Director Brown and carried with the following vote:

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F. LEGISLATIVE STATUS REPORT

John Johnson said a handout was available that listed the bills being tracked by staff. The list
showed the status of all of the bills and whether or not the Governor had signed the bills.

Mr. Johnson said another handout listed the state questions that would be on the fall ballot. He
said four additional questions might also be included on the ballot.

Mr. Johnson noted that staff also made available two items that were included in this year’s
orientation packet. One piece was titled “You Can Make a Difference”, and the other piece was
titled “Surviving as a Councilmember”. He said one of the articles contained a flow chart of how a
bill gets through the Oklahoma Legislature.

Vill.  INFORMATION ITEMS

A. WEST NILE VIRUS PREVENTION/MOSQUITO CONTROL PROGRAMMING IN CENTRAL
OKLAHOMA

Jerry Church gave a presentation on West Nile Virus (WNV] Prevention. He said WNV has been
present in the region since the summer of 2002. It is a neuroinvasive disease that affects the
brain and nervous system. People who suffer from its most severe form can suffer brain
damage, permanent paralysis or death.

The Centers for Disease Control (CDCJ, through the Oklahoma Department of Health (OSDH) has
provided funding to the region to develop mosquito control programming to combat WNV and
other mosquito-borne diseases. This year Canadian, Cleveland and Logan Counties will receive
funding to develop mosquito control programs. Last year, ACOG and the Oklahoma City County
Health Department (OCCHD) implemented a mosquito control program for Oklahoma County and
will continue the program this summer. OCCHD is providing pesticide to participating Oklahoma
County communities for free.

Mr. Church said the incidents of WNV have been fairly low so far this year. During the first year,
there were 21 cases statewide and one death. Last year, more cases were reported, but there
were no deaths.

Distribution plans of a compressed mosquito growth inhibitor have been developed for
Oklahoma County. City personnel have been notified and products will be distributed throughout
the summer.

The state health department is also testing birds for the virus. Dead birds of the raptor species,

such as Crows and Blue Jays can be tested for the virus in Canadian, Cleveland, Logan and
Oklahoma counties.
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IX. NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Taylor gave a presentation on issues facing local governments. He said he recently attended
a meeting of the metro area city managers. This presentation was given to that group. The
Oklahoma Municipal League provided the information contained in the presentation.

Mr. Taylor said he was making the information available to Board members so they could talk to
candidates running for state and federal offices. He said the people who would decide the
financial future of cities, towns and counties would be elected on July 27.

The presentation compared the differences between revenues of U.S. cities versus revenues of
Oklahoma municipalities. The main point of the presentation was that sales tax accounts for 32

percent of money for municipal or county governments. He urged Board members to educate
potential candidates about these types of issues facing cities, towns and counties.

X. ADJOURNMENT

The meeting was adjourned at 3:04 p.m.

Agreement with the Office of the Secretary of Environment for Funding of a
604 (b]) Project for Salt Water Contamination Mapping in Oklahoma County

INFORMATION:

The objective of this work plan proposal is to map salt-water contamination sites in the ACOG
area that pose threats to public and domestic water supplies.

The focus of this project is Thunderhead Hills in the City of Edmond, where salt-water
contamination was found in the early 1990s. A joint sampling project with the Oklahoma
Corporation Commission in 1999 showed the extent of the southern part of the plume, which
had affected approximately fifteen homes and may be extending to Spring Creek. The progress
and direction of the contamination is still undetermined.

ACOG is committing funds from the 2001, 2003, and 2004 604(b) grant programs for this
project. The bulk of the money will be used to purchase an 8-channel resistivity system, as an
upgrade to the present unit ACOG owns. This system will function as a mapping instrument to
define the present area of contamination.

The Office of the Secretary of Environment has allocated $21,631.00 for this project. The
contract will be effective from June 6, 2004 through May 31, 2007.

INFORMATION:

This rural economic development initiative creates opportunities for less populated
communities to undertake projects identified by them. The Act establishes a planning process
for cities, towns and counties that could enable them to secure grant funds for economic
development projects and infrastructure projects. The Councils of Government throughout the
State are identified in the Act to help facilitate the planning process and to generate the
regional, organizational plan (PLAN). Additionally, the Councils of Government are required to
review the regional, organizational plan each year and advise the Oklahoma State Auditor and
Inspector of changes or revisions to the plan, if any.

In order to proceed with the 2005 cycle of REAP grants, staff is proposing that the attached PLAN
be adopted by the Board of Directors as the ACOG PLAN and forwarded for filing with the
Oklahoma State Auditor and Inspector. This PLAN sets forth the eligible entities in the ACOG
region and recites acceptable purposes for economic development projects and rural
transportation projects.

Review and discuss the REAP PLAN, and for an appropriate motion to adopt the 2005 REAP PLAN,
or such other action as the Board of Directors may deem appropriate.

Rural Economic Action Plan

ACOG is a voluntary association of local governments joined together to work on common
interests, for the economic improvement of each member entity and the overall benefit of the
region. The Association membership is made up of the counties of Canadian, Cleveland, Logan
and Oklahoma, and all cities and towns having some jurisdiction within the four listed counties.

In June 1966, the local governments of Central Oklahoma created ACOG under the authority
provided by State enabling legislation known as the Inter-Local Cooperation Act (Title 74 0.S.
Sections 1009 - 1008.) As of August 2004, ACOG has 33 member governments, consisting of
city, town and county jurisdictions. All local governments in the ACOG region are eligible for
membership. In total, the ACOG region represents a population of 1,024,400 (2003 figures)
persons encompassing an area of just over 2,890 square miles.

Section 2. Funds from the REAP fund account of the State Treasurer will be awarded on projects
determined by public input to the ACOG Board of Directors, the region's Rural Economic Action
Plan and an evaluation of the financial needs of the four county area. Public meetings will be
held in the region and suggestions will be accepted from legislators and other interested parties.

Eligible economic development projects shall include, but not be limited to, the following

purposes:

1. Rural water quality projects, including acquisition, treatment, distribution, and recovery
of water for consumption by humans or animals or both,

2. Rural solid waste disposal, treatment, or similar projects,

3. Rural sanitary sewer construction or improvement projects,

4. Rural road or street construction or improvement projects, road and street construction
or repair, drainage projects, county road construction or repair, county bridge
construction or repair, rural highway improvements, industrial access road construction
or repair, or other specific transportation projects located within a qualified city or town
orinanunincorporated area,

5. Provision of health care services, including emergency medical care, in rural areas,

6. Construction or improvement of telecommunication facilities or systems,

‘. Improvements of municipal utility distribution systems,

8. Expenditures designed to increase the employment level within the jurisdiction of ACOG,

9. Implementation of emergency communications systems and facilities,

10.  Non-administrative costs for preliminary engineering studies and design or architectural
design for the purpose of seeking other funding,

11.  Construction of or improvements to public facilities, including capital improvement
planning projects,

12.  Such other purposes as may be certified pursuant to an affirmative vote of two-thirds

(2/3) of the ACOG Board of Directors at a scheduled meeting of said directors.
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Section 3. All funds expended from the ACOG REAP Fund shall be made in the manner as provided
by law for the expenditure of public funds and will be accordingly accounted for in the same
manner as other public funds.

Funds distributed on behalf of unincorporated areas will be accounted for on subsidiary ledgers
of ACOG, or the county requesting the funds and accounted for in the same manner as other
public funds.

Section 4. A set of criteria and numerical ranking and rating system will be adopted by the ACOG

Board of Directors to be used as a guide to help select projects for funding from the REAP Fund.
All eligible projects will be reviewed and ranked.

INFORMATION:

ACOG has accrued through June 30, 2003 $57,972.89 in interest earnings on REAP funds from
prior years.

With the close of grant cycles for REAP 98-99, REAP 99-00, REAP 00-01 and REAP 01-02, ACOG
now has $138,824.21 in deobligated funds that can be allocated, with the Board’s approval, to
REAP projects previously approved by the ACOG Board of Directors.

Staff recommends that the accrued interest of $57,972.89 and the deobligated funds of
$138,824.21, be combined to create an additional REAP funding pool of $196,797.10 for 2004
REAP projects previously approved by the ACOG Board of Directors. The funding would be
allocated to fund Transportation alternate projects ($85,572.31) and alternate Economic
Development projects ($111,224.79). The attached tables list the amount of funding to be
allocated to alternate projects.

In order to utilize these funds, staff must amend ACOG’s 2004 REAP contract with the Office of
the State Auditor and Inspector. Authorization is requested to authorize the ACOG Executive
Director to execute the necessary documents to amend this contract.

ACTION REQUESTED:

Motion to approve the use of accrued interest of $57,972.89 from REAP funds from prior years
as well as the deobligated funds of $138,824.21 from the REAP projects for REAP 98-99, REAP
