C. PUBLIC HEARING AND ACTION ON REQUEST FOR AMENDMENT TO THE FFY 
2006-2008 OCARTS AREA TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP) BY THE 
CITY OF MOORE  
(Attachment C) 
 
INFORMATION: The City of Moore has requested that the FFY 2006 element of the 
FFY 2006-2008 OCARTS Area Transportation Improvement Program be amended 
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by separating its SW 4th and Classen project into two projects: traffic signals 
(using STP-UZA Safety funds 100% federal) and intersection modification (using 
STP-UZA funds 80% federal). The improvements were originally programmed as a 
single project, which is included in the current TIP at an 80% federal share. 

 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse amendment of the FFY 2006 element of the 
FFY 2006-2008 OCARTS Area TIP by separating the project at SW 4th and Classen 
into separate projects for traffic signal installation (using 100% STP-UZA Safety 
funds) and intersection modification (using 80% STP-UZA funds), as requested by 
the City of Moore, and to endorse submittal of the same to the Oklahoma 
Department of Transportation (ODOT) for amendment of the Statewide 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). 
 

D. PUBLIC HEARING AND ACTION ON REQUEST FOR AMENDMENT TO THE FFY 
2006-2008 OCARTS AREA TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM BY THE CITY 
OF OKLAHOMA CITY AND COTPA 
(Attachment D) 
 
INFORMATION: The City of Oklahoma City and the Central Oklahoma 
Transportation and Parking Authority (COTPA) have requested an amendment to 
the Transit Element of the FFY 2006-2008 OCARTS Area Transportation 
Improvement Program to include a water taxi transportation system that will 
operate on the Oklahoma River between Bricktown/downtown Oklahoma City and 
Meridian Avenue. The project overview (included in the ITPC agenda) from the 
Oklahoma City Riverfront Redevelopment Authority lists three phases of capital 
improvements at an overall estimated cost of $6.7 million. Oklahoma City 
recently received a (nearly) $1 million Congressional earmark of Ferryboat 
Discretionary Funds to use toward this project. At this time, the City is seeking 
additional federal funds for the project, as well as other public-private dollars. 
 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse amendment of the FFY 2006 Transit 
Element of the FFY 2006-2008 OCARTS Area TIP by adding the Oklahoma River 
water taxi transportation system, as requested by the City of Oklahoma City and 
COTPA, and to endorse submittal of the same to the Oklahoma Department of 
Transportation for amendment of the Statewide Transportation Improvement 
Program. 

 
E. EARLY ACTION COMPACT UPDATE 

(Attachment E) 
 

INFORMATION: Central Oklahoma is participating in an air quality strategy called 
the 8-Hour Ozone Early Action Compact (EAC). The EAC provides regions like 
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Central Oklahoma with a “safety net” in the event that the region violates the 
8-hour standard. In October 2005, the ITPC approved and the Board endorsed an 
EAC strategy that would reduce transportation-related emissions by improving 
traffic flow and reducing congestion throughout the region. The Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) requires that Central Oklahoma’s emission reduction 
strategy be fully implemented by December 31, 2005. ACOG staff has recognized 
that several projects of the proposed reduction strategy will not be constructed 
in time to meet this deadline. As a result, ACOG staff, in concert with its member 
entities, have identified substitution projects that will achieve the agreed upon 
emission reductions and still maintain the integrity and spirit of the EAC. 
  
Action Requested: Motion to endorse approval of the revised list of projects to 
achieve the region’s transportation emission reduction strategy identified by the 
EAC Clean Air Action Plan.

INFORMATION: The Legislature allocated funds in 2004-2005 to the Oklahoma 
Department of Commerce, as pass through funds, for the purpose of promoting 
economic and community development and to enhance the quality of life in 
Oklahoma communities. The Association of South Central Oklahoma Governments 
(ASCOG) contracted with ACOG for funding of projects in the ACOG region. Certain 
projects were not placed under contract during the FY 2004-2005 cycle, or funds 
for certain projects were not completely expended, and were carried-over to the 
2005-2006 funding cycle. The proposed contract agreement/modification 
authorizes ACOG to subcontract with the designated communities in the region. 
Authorization is necessary for the ACOG Executive Director to execute the 
contract in order to receive these funds in the amount of $61,373.27.  

 
Action Requested: Motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute an 
economic and community development project contract agreement/modification 
with the Association of South Central Oklahoma Governments for carry-over funds 
for projects within the ACOG service area, and to enter into appropriate 
subcontracts with the designated entities in the region, subject to approval by 
legal counsel. 
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J. REQUESTED MODIFICATIONS TO 2004 REAP CONTRACT WITH THE TOWN OF ORLANDO 

  (Attachment VI-J)
 

INFORMATION: The Town of Orlando received a 2004 REAP fund grant (T-2004-12) 
in the amount of $6,720.30 for a transportation project for street and drainage 
improvements on 6th, Main, and Noble Streets. Due to extenuating 
circumstances, the project had not been completed by the contract expiration 
date of September 17, 2005. 
 
The Town of Orlando requested a 90-day extension in July 2005 in order to 
complete their project. That extension was granted by staff, which made the new 
expiration date December 17, 2005. 
 
The Town of Orlando has not started their project. Please see attached letters for 
further details. The Town has requested another 90-day extension in order to 
complete their project. Since the Town did not receive any bids for their project, 
they have requested that the ACOG Board of Directors consider a revision of the 
scope of their transportation project. The town is requesting that they be allowed 
to complete the street improvements without doing the drainage improvements.  
 
Additionally, any revision or modification of ACOG’s subcontract with a REAP grant 
recipient requires approval by the State Auditor and Inspector. Therefore, if the 
Board of Directors should approve the request of the Town of Orlando to modify 
their subcontract with ACOG, then staff must also seek written approval from the 
State Auditor and Inspector of such revisions or modifications. 
 
In order to retain the REAP funds for the Town of Orlando, an Amendment to the 
Rural Economic Action Plan Grant Contract is being requested. 

 
Action Requested: Motion to approve the request from the Town of Orlando for a 
revision of the scope of their REAP project and to modify their subcontract as well 
as authorize the ACOG Executive Director to execute an Amendment to the Rural 
Economic Action Plan Grant Contract with the Town of Orlando for a 90-day 
extension of time to permit completion of the project, subject to approval by legal 
counsel.

SUBJECT: Municipal Scheduling of "Trick or Treat" Night 
 
 
INFORMATION: 
 
In 1983, the ACOG Board of Directors evaluated the merits of a uniformly observed evening for 
"Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area for future years. It was their conclusion that agreement 
by the member local governments of ACOG relating to a uniform date held merit, was desirable 
and would facilitate the protection of the health, safety and welfare of the children of the region. 
 
The Board determined that October 31, the evening of Halloween, should be the primary uniform 
date established for the observance of "Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area. Due to the 
potential number of exceptions that could cause us to re-evaluate this date, the Board of 
Directors directed that the date be re-affirmed in December of each year. (See background 
memorandum attached.) 
 
It is staff's recommendation that Tuesday, October 31, 2006, be designated as the uniform date 
for observance of "Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area.

Motion to designate the date for observance of "Trick or Treat" as Tuesday, October 31, 2006.

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souls of the dead were out and around along with
fairies, witches and demons, food and drink were left
out to placate those demons. As the centuries wore on,
however, people began dressing as these dreadful
CLeatures and performing antics in exchange for
offering of food and drink. This practice, called
mumming, evolved into our present trick-or-treating.
To this day, witches, ghosts and skeleton creatures are
among the favorite disguises.

In the 19th century, our 'research indicates Irish
immigrants brought this Halloween observance to the
United States. They found a fully developed and
elaborate witch belief system already waiting for them.

In 17th and 18th century America, Halloween was
mentioned in almanacs as a day on which to mark one's
progress in agricultural production. The notion of a
harvest day was melded with that of the day for the
spirits of the dead. Most of the customs ,that we
associate with the holiday today known as Halloween,
such as carving of jack-o-lanterns, were brought to
this country in the 19th century by the great number of
Irish immigrants.

While children's trick-or-treating has long been one of
the main American Halloween activities, in recent
years, adults have been increasingly reclaiming and
redefining the holiday, which is taking on the air of a
Mardi Gras and a masquerade. Today, adults in
costume disguises drawn from the latest headlines take
to the streets in big cities and small cities across
America and parade in great numbers past flickering,
grinning carved jack-o-lanterns. They are creating
anew a custom with a pedigreed ancestry.

Thus, Halloween as we know it today started as one
thing among Celtic peoples of England, Ireland and
Scotland almost two millennia ago. It has been
associated with many different things since, yet it
continues to be carried out. We can see that its
obser';a~ce has throughout the centuries been generally
associated with the evening prior to November 1.
Throug;".out its two .millennia history, it generally has
been observed on October 31. There have been a number
of a~tempts by a number of groups over this period of
time to change the date of its observance for a
multitude of reasons. However, it still stands, as
best our research can tell us, that the general
observance of Halloween, going back to its native land
as well as across the United States, remains
predominantly October 31.

The request which is before the Board of Directors is



related to a cequest to seek a uniformly observed
eveninq for Halloween trick-or-treating in tne Oklahoma
City metropolitan area for future years. Our research
of documented observances amonq communities in the
metropolitan area, dating back to 1971, indicates that
generally speakinq Halloween trick-or-treat night has
been observed on the eveninq of Halloweeen, October 31.
There are some exceptions to that date. The exceptions
which we note from our research were to change it on
some occasions--l)when the 31st fell on Wednesday, some
groups requested a different night because it
interfered with church activities, 2) when it
conflicted with a Friday or Saturday niqht football
game (some requested a change when it conflicted with
televised football games on Monday) and 3) when the
31st fell on a Sunday, some requested a chanqe.

It is staff's belief that aqreement by the member local
governments relating to a uniformly observed niqht for
Halloween trick-or-treating in the Oklahoma City
metropolitan area in future years holds merit, is
desirable and would certainly facilitate the protection
of the health, safety and welfare of the children of
the region. Therefore, it is staff's recommendation to
the Board that October 31, the evening of Halloween, be
the uniform date established for the observance of
Halloween trick-or-treating in the metropolitan a-rea.
Due to the potential number of exceptions that could
cause us to reevaluate this date, we recommend that the
date be reaffirmed in December each year. As
communities in the metropolitan area approach the date,
they would know well in advance the affirmation of that
date for observance of Halloween trick-or-treating.

The Legislature allocated funds in 2004-2005 to the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, as 
pass through funds, for the purpose of promoting economic and community development and to 
enhance the quality of life in Oklahoma communities. The Association of South Central Oklahoma 
Governments (ASCOG) contracted with ACOG for funding of projects in the ACOG region. Certain 
projects were not placed under contract during the FY 2004-2005 cycle, or funds for certain 
projects were not completely expended, and were carried-over to the 2005-2006 funding cycle. 
The proposed contract agreement/modification authorizes ACOG to subcontract with the 
designated communities in the region. Authorization is necessary for the ACOG Executive 
Director to execute the contract in order to receive these funds in the amount of $61,373.27.

SUBJECT: Requested Modifications to 2004 REAP Contract with the Town of Orlando 
 
 
INFORMATION: 
 
The Town of Orlando received a 2004 REAP fund grant (T-2004-12) in the amount of $6,720.30 
for a transportation project for street and drainage improvements on 6th, Main, and Noble 
Streets. Due to extenuating circumstances, the project had not been completed by the contract 
expiration date of September 17, 2005. 
 
The Town of Orlando requested a 90-day extension in July 2005 in order to complete their 
project. That extension was granted by staff, which made the new expiration date December 17, 
2005. 
 
The Town of Orlando has not started their project. Please see attached letters for further details. 
The Town has requested another 90-day extension in order to complete their project. Since the 
Town did not receive any bids for their project, they have requested that the ACOG Board of 
Directors consider a revision of the scope of their transportation project. The Town is requesting 
that they be allowed to complete the street improvements without doing the drainage 
improvements.  
 
Additionally, any revision or modification of ACOG’s subcontract with a REAP grant recipient 
requires approval by the State Auditor and Inspector. Therefore, if the Board of Directors should 
approve the request of the Town of Orlando to modify their subcontract with ACOG, then staff 
must also seek written approval from the State Auditor and Inspector of such revisions or 
modifications. 
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In order to retain the REAP funds for the Town of Orlando, an Amendment to the Rural Economic 
Action Plan Grant Contract is being requested.

Motion to approve the request from the Town of Orlando for a revision of the scope of their REAP 
project and to modify their subcontract as well as authorize the ACOG Executive Director to 
execute an Amendment to the Rural Economic Action Plan Grant Contract with the Town of 
Orlando for a 90-day extension of time to permit completion of the project, subject to approval 
by legal counsel.
