PLAN BY OKLAHOMA COUNTY

INFORMATION: Oklahoma County has requested an amendment to the 2025
OCARTS Plan. The county’s request is to amend the Plan to allow improvement on
the following segment: Kelly Avenue from Waterloo Road (N. 248"] to Coffee
Creek Road (N. 220"). As you will recall, last month this group acted on the
recommendation of the Intermodal Transportation Technical Committee, which
recommended approval of the proposed amendment. This month, the ITPC is
requested to take formal action on the CAC proposal. The CAC recommends ITPC
and Board of Directors’ approval of the request by Oklahoma County to amend the
2025 OCARTS Plan to designate Kelly Avenue, between Waterloo Road and Coffee
Creek Road, as a future four lane parkway. Further, the CAC recommends that the
outside lanes be 14 feet wide (if practical] to allow for bicycle use, and that Kelly
Avenue be designed to provide sufficient queuing area for north and southbound
vehicles during peak hours at the Cross Timbers Elementary School.

Action Requested: Motion to endorse approval of an amendment to the 2025
OCARTS Plan to designate Kelly Avenue between Waterloo Road and Coffee Creek
Road as a future four lane parkway, and to construct the outside lanes at a width
of 14 feet (if practical] to allow for bicycle use, and that Kelly Avenue be designed
to provide sufficient queuing space.



EARLY ACTION COMPACT — CLEAN AIR ACTION PLAN SUBMITTAL TO EPA
(Attachment F)

INFORMATION: About a year ago, the Central Oklahoma region notified the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA] of its intent to participate in a new air
quality strategy called the 8-Hour Ozone Early Action Compact (EAC). The EAC
program provides communities with an opportunity to meet the new stricter
8-hour ozone standard using locally tailored pollution controls, instead of
federally mandated measures. ACOG staff, through a coordinated effort with the
Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality and the Indian Nations Council of
Governments, has identified local control measures, including intersection
improvement projects, signal improvements, and signal coordination efforts. A
list of proposed projects will be available at the ITPC’'s March meeting.

I CALL TO ORDER — ROLL CALL

Chairman Ron Bledsoe called the meeting to order at 1:59 p.m. noting that a quorum was
present.

Il INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS

Guests at the meeting included Mary Murphey from the Logan County Commissioner’s Office,
and Bill Knox, Special Projects Officer from Harrah.

. APPROVAL OF MINUTES — REGULAR MEETING — JANUARY 29, 2004

Director Reed made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted. The motion was seconded
by Director Howe and carried with the following vote:

Iv. COMMUNICATIONS
A. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Chairman Bledsoe briefed the Board on the recent PETA/Veggieville issue. PETA (People for the
Ethical Treatment of Animals) contacted the Town of Slaughterville requesting that the town
change its name to Veggieville. They said the town’s name made people think of
slaughterhouses. The Slaughterville staff of two people became overwhelmed by all of the media
attention they were receiving which ranged from local media outlets to the New York Times.
Chairman Bledsoe said he started looking for help and contacted Zach Taylor. Zach and Jane
Sutter gave him suggestions on how town officials might want to approach their regular board
meeting, which was scheduled for the next day. Zach offered to send staff member Jerry Church
to help town officials in dealing with the media. Chairman Bledsoe said Jerry came for the
meeting and was very gracious and helpful.

Chairman Bledsoe said Jerry helped town officials get organized with the media. He said he felt
the media left feeling like they had been well treated and they got their stories. Chairman
Bledsoe said town officials couldn’t have done it without Jerry’s help. He said he wanted Board
members to know that ACOG can help with items like this. He said staff members could assist in



areas beyond the normal things Board members expect of them. Chairman Bledsoe said the
ACOG staff was a godsend to their town officials and they certainly appreciated the help given to
them.

Chairman Bledsoe said the town did not change its name. PETA sent as their representative a
young Marine reservist. The reservist had just returned from Iraq. The PETA representative was
very non-confrontational, extremely likeable and did nothing to provoke anybody.

Chairman Bledsoe said the Town of Slaughterville was named after a family who were long time
residents. A grandson of the gentleman the town was named after called Slaughterville’s town
administrator and he said he wanted to attend the meeting and tell about his grandfather. He
and six other members of his family attended the meeting. Town officials gave PETA five minutes
to talk and then the Slaughter family had five minutes to talk.

Mr. Bonner (the grandson) spoke about how his grandfather came to Oklahoma from Arkansas
early in the century, purchased land in south Cleveland County, had a farm, found oil on the land,
made a lot of money, bought some other land, and then bought some businesses. When the
depression hit, the man lost everything except for a little store he owned on Highway 77. The
man continued to sell groceries to people on credit knowing full well they would probably never
be able to repay. In about 1940, the man lost his store, and then he and his wife moved to
California to try to find work in the oil fields.

Chairman Bledsoe said the man was a good guy to name the town after. The town’s founding
fathers knew about him, and his store was on Highway 77, and it had an identity even though
the town wasn’t an incorporated community at the time. When the town became incorporated in
1970, town officials chose that name because it had some recognition. The name had nothing to
do with slaughterhouses or anything like that.

Chairman Bledsoe said town officials then gave Slaughterville citizens two minutes each to
address the Board. Those citizens indicated they were not in favor of changing the town’s name.

Chairman Bledsoe said on a controversial night, maybe 10 people attend Slaughterville’s Board
meetings. He said he never did get a head count, but there were a lot of people at the meeting. A
local church loaned town officials a closed-circuit television so the proceedings could be
broadcast in the fire station next door. Chairman Bledsoe said the issue was one of those things
that was very positive because it generated a lot of citizen support. He said town officials had a
lot of fun with the issue, but it really overwhelmed them for a while.

B. DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Zach Taylor said when Chairman Bledsoe called him, the issue had all the ingredients for a public
relations nightmare and an Open Meetings nightmare. He congratulated Chairman Bledsoe on
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the way he handled the situation. He said very seldom can a person take something as complex
as that situation, and a small town, and end up 10 days later with an editorial in the Daily
Oklahoman commending the town for the way they handled the situation. He complimented Mr.
Bledsoe on his successful leadership.

Mr. Taylor said an amendment to the Claims List was available as a handout. Telephone charges
from Nextel and Southwestern Bell were received after the Claims List was published. The Claims
List has been amended from $124,728.69 to $125,460.17.

Mr. Taylor reported that members of the Jail Task Force are continuing their work. He said the
Facilities Subcommittee is trying to obtain prior reports from the National Institute of
Corrections as well as a report from the U.S. Department of Justice on recommendations for the
jail. The Jail Task Force plans to recommend securing the National Institute of Corrections to do
preliminary studies that would lead to hiring a consultant to look at a new facilities plan for
Oklahoma County. Mr. Taylor thanked Director Inman for getting that process under way and
moving in a very positive direction.

Mr. Taylor said the REAP funding for 2005 is embodied in HB 2007. The House approved that bill
earlier in the week on a vote of 79/18. Mr. Taylor said the Senate would have six weeks to
address the issue. Mr. Taylor encouraged Board members to provide ongoing communication to
House and Senate members about the need for full funding of REAP.

Vil ITEMS REQUIRING INDIVIDUAL ACTION
A CHANGES RELATED TO GROUP HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Mr. Taylor said ACOG’s group health insurance plan, which is currently provided by Blue Cross
and Blue Shield of Oklahoma, renews on March 1, 2004. If the current plan were renewed with no
changes, ACOG’s group health insurance costs would increase by 40 percent. Since ACOG’s
budget is unable to absorb such a large increase, staff investigated other options. It was
determined that the best available option entailed increasing the plan deductible and the out of
pocket expense while keeping all other benefits the same, including the drug card. In order to
bring the increase more in line with the approved FY 04 ACOG Budget, it is also necessary to
reduce the portion of employee insurance premiums paid by ACOG from the current 75 percent
to 70 percent. Mr. Taylor said this change is reflected in the revised Group Health, Term Life and
Long-Term Disability Insurance Personnel Policy that was included in the agenda packet. In
order to minimize the financial impact of these changes on ACOG’s employees, staff is also
recommending that the ACOG Section 125 Flexible Benefit Plan Documents be amended to
increase the maximum benefit under the Medical Reimbursement Plan from the current $2,000
per year to $3,000 per year. This will allow employees to save an additional $1,000 per year tax-
free to pay for allowable expenses not covered by insurance.

Mr. Taylor said ACOG had been under market with insurance premiums over the past five years.
He said it was not possible to get competitive proposals from other services providers at this
time given ACOG’s experience under the plan during the previous year. He said that could change
over the course of the next year. He also said it was not possible for ACOG to use state insurance
coverage at this time, so ACOG was locked in with the current carrier and tried to find a financial
way to preserve staff benefits without doing too much damage to the budget.

Director Brown said the information provided noted that ACOG planned to reduce the amount it
paid for employee coverage from 75 percent to 70 percent. He asked how much ACOG paid for
family members.

Mr. Taylor said the percentage would be 70 percent/30 percent across the board.

Director Haddock asked how much the increase would be for ACOG if the Board approved the
recommended changes.

Debbie Cook said it would be approximately a 17 percent increase if the Board approved all the
changes.
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Director Naifeh said it is tough to recommend to employees that their employer is going to
decrease the amount paid for them for their benefits. She commended staff for making those
cuts even though it has shifted some of the cost to ACOG. She said she thought it took a lot of
fortitude for staff to come and recommend to the Board that ACOG would be paying less for their
employees’ benefits.

Director Brown asked if the increase was due to experience or just an overall increase.

Mr. Taylor said the ACOG group is aging. He said there were not so many turnovers that the
Association is not affected by the group getting older. He said the good news in the cost of
insurance going up is in part because there are medical breakthroughs and the Central
Oklahoma region has a good medical community. There are new machines, new services and
new science on the street that is saving lives. But, when people avail themselves to these new
technologies, they cost more. Mr. Taylor said the other side of the issue has to do with some
experience in the ACOG group. In Oklahoma, we are also severely affected by tort issues that are
causing those who practice medicine, whether a hospital, physician or anything associated with
it, to be looking at medical malpractice insurance increases running as high as 82 to 84 percent
for some physicians, which ends up being passed on to those who use the system. Mr. Taylor
said there was no one cause for the increase but that there are multiple causes not excluding
ACOG’s own experience in utilizing the system.

Director Hopper said Mr. Taylor implied that staff would, in the future, be looking for competitive
bids from other providers. He asked what prevented that from happening at this time.

Mr. Taylor said the experience of the ACOG group impacted the ability to obtain competitive
proposals. He said that could change in the future. He said the nature of the claims on the
system should clear themselves and put ACOG in a different experience category within some
period of time, which cannot be measured just yet. Mr. Taylor said he would hope that would
bring whatever increases ACOG would face with Blue Cross down and staff would hopefully get
other private sector proposals that would be competitive.

Director Reed made a motion to approve the revised Group Health, Term Life, and Long-Term
Disability Insurance Personnel Policy, to adopt Amendment # Four to the Association of Central
Oklahoma Governments Section 125 Flexible Benefit Plan Documents, and to authorize the
Executive Director to execute the Amendment and the revised Plan Documents, subject to
approval by legal counsel. The motion was seconded by Director Banta and carried with the
following vote:

On February 19, the first deadline
passed. Many of the original bills are now dead. March 11 will be the next deadline. On that date,
legislation must be out of the house of origin. Mr. Johnson said the serious legislative business
would begin after that deadline.

Mr. Johnson said staff has provided a tracking list of the bills being tracked by ACOG. He said
there were actually two lists: one list contains the House and Senate bills, and a separate list
contains water bills. Mr. Johnson said most of the bills are on general order in the house of
origin, which means they are still yet to be heard and voted on by those full houses. During the
next two weeks, the House and Senate will decide which bills are going to pass. Mr. Johnson said
it is still an important time during the process, and Board Members should continue to give input
to their elected officials on issues of importance.

Mr. Johnson said he did not think there had been any major defeats from the COG and city and
town perspectives. He noted that is was still too early in the process to celebrate any victories.
He said staff is excited that someone is trying to restore REAP to its original funding, but he did
not think that will be the final outcome of the bill. He said the money just is not available.

VIII. NEW BUSINESS

No New Business was brought before the Board.

INFORMATION:

Last year, staff requested that the Oklahoma State Department of Health (0SDH) consider
providing financial assistance for regional efforts to address the 0SDH’s state goal of expanding
the utilization of Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD] in Central Oklahoma. EMD is a structured
protocol that allows dispatchers for Emergency Medical Services to make better decisions about
services needed and to provide callers immediate medical instructions prior to the ambulance
arriving.

In addition, with bio-terrorism a mounting threat, early detection of a possible “stealth” attack
from agents such as smallpox, anthrax or other biological or toxic substance has become a
national priority. The earlier a warning of a possible incident, the more time officials have to
implement an appropriate response. Using data from 9-1-1 calls will be of significant benefit to
public health officials because it comes from a centralized, standardized source.

0SDH was impressed with the EMD work staff has already done, and is now offering to provide up
to $202,938.00 in Homeland Security funding for the Association to implement the software
version of the EMD protocols. This will be an enhancement over the card set recently provided to
each participating agency by the 9-1-1 Association. The card sets will be used as the backup
system and as training tools.
