C. PUBLIC HEARING AND ACTION ON REQUEST FOR AMENDMENT TO THE FY 2004-2006 
OCARTS AREA TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP) BY THE CITY OF 
OKLAHOMA CITY 
(Attachment C) 
 
INFORMATION: The City of Oklahoma City has requested that the FFY 2004 
element of the FFY 2004-2006 OCARTS Area TIP be amended by adding an 
at-grade railroad crossing improvement at Eastern Avenue and the BNSF Railroad 
(near SE 74th). The ITTC recommends approval. 
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Action Requested: Motion to endorse amendment of the FFY 2004 element of the 
FFY 2004-2006 OCARTS Area TIP by adding a railroad crossing improvement at 
Eastern Avenue and the BNSF Railroad (located between SE 59th & I-240), as 
requested by the City of Oklahoma City, and to submit the same to the Oklahoma 
Department of Transportation (ODOT) for amendment of the Statewide 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). 

 
D. FINAL FFY 2005-2007 OCARTS AREA TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 

(Attachment D) 
 
INFORMATION: The Transportation Improvement Program is a three-year 
document, which includes projects selected from the 2025 OCARTS Plan. This 
improvement program reflects various regional transportation projects that are 
ready and needed for implementation in the next three years. According to 
federal requirements, the TIP is a financially feasible document. During a public 
review period, ACOG received four comments. The document is now ready in final 
form, and the ITTC recommends approval.  
 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse approval of the Final FFY 2005-2007 
OCARTS Area Transportation Improvement Program, and to submit the same to 
the Oklahoma Department of Transportation for approval and incorporation into 
the Preliminary FFY 2005-2007 Statewide Transportation Improvement Program. 

 
E. REQUEST BY THE CITY OF NORMAN TO SPEND FFY 2004 STP-UZA FUNDS – 

AUTHORIZATION FOR METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (MPO) TO SIGN 
AGREEMENT AMONG NORMAN, ACOG AND ODOT FOR CITY OF NORMAN TO REPAY 
FUNDS IF LEGISLATIVE EFFORTS TO REJOIN THE NORMAN AND OKLAHOMA CITY UZAS 
ARE UNSUCCESSFUL 
(Attachment E) 
 
INFORMATION: The City of Norman has provided a resolution and agreement 
stating conditions for using FFY 2004 STP-UZA funds. It is recommended that the 
Committee authorize the Chairman to sign off on ACOG’s participation in the 
three-way agreement among the City of Norman, ACOG and ODOT.  

 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse authorization for the ITPC Chairman to sign 
a three-way agreement with the City of Norman, ACOG and ODOT, subject to legal 
counsel approval, stipulating that, in the event legislative efforts to restore the 
Norman Urbanized Area (UZA) to the Oklahoma City UZA are unsuccessful as part 
of the FFY 2004 U.S. Department of Transportation Appropriation Bill, the City of 
Norman will repay any part of the STP-UZA funds authorized by the Federal 
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Highway Administration to the OCARTS Area STP-UZA fund for the resurfacing of 
the Main and Lindsey Street bridges over I-35 in the City of Norman 
[JP 20877(05); STP-114A(134)AG]. 

 
F. REQUEST TO APPROVE UPDATED PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT PROCESS (PIP) FOR 

TRANSPORTATION PLANNING WITHIN THE OCARTS AREA 
(Attachment F) 
 
INFORMATION: Federal regulations require that each Metropolitan Planning 
Organization adopt a formal public involvement process, which identifies 
methods for engaging the public and provides citizens with opportunities for 
early and continual involvement into the transportation plans and products 
developed by the MPO. The first OCARTS Area PIP was developed approximately 10 
years ago and has been updated to include new opportunities and to reflect 
appropriate timeframes and activities for involving the public in the development 
of the 2030 OCARTS Plan. The comment period for the proposed public 
involvement process began on April 15 and extends through June 1, 2004. 

 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse approval of the updated Public Involvement 
Process for the Oklahoma City Area Regional Transportation Study, to become 
effective June 2, 2004, immediately following the close of the public review and 
comment period.   

 
G. 2030 OCARTS AREA POPULATION  

(Attachment G) 
 

INFORMATION: After discussion at the April ITPC meeting regarding the proposed 
2030 OCARTS population forecast, the Committee decided to postpone action 
until the May meeting. At their May meeting, the ITTC discussed the revised 2030 
OCARTS population forecast by entity and recommended ITPC approval.  

 
Action Requested: Motion to endorse approval of the revised 2030 OCARTS Area 
population projections at the city, county and regional level.  

 
H. PRELIMINARY 2030 OCARTS EMPLOYMENT BY CITY  

(Attachment H) 
 

INFORMATION: The ITPC agenda includes proposed 2030 employment projections 
for OCARTS counties and cities. The projections are based on data from Woods and 
Poole Economics, Inc., and on an analysis that considered population, existing 
employment centers, transportation corridors, and planned/current land use as 
key factors attracting additional employment growth. This is an information item 
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at this time. An approval action will be requested at the June meeting.

I. BEGINNING OF 2004 OZONE SEASON

INFORMATION: In 2003, seven Ozone Alert Days were called for the Central 
Oklahoma region. As a reminder, ozone is a summertime problem, and ozone 
formation is most likely to occur on a quiet, sunny day when temperatures are in 
the 80s or 90s. Between the months of May and October, ozone levels are 
monitored at six sites around the region. When citizens hear that there is going to 
be an Ozone Alert Day, please refuel vehicles at night, avoid mowing the lawn that 
day and plan to carpool and/or link several trips together.

N. CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO NEGOTIATE AND 
EXECUTE A CONTRACT AGREEMENT WITH THE OKLAHOMA STATE DEPARTMENT OF 
HEALTH FOR AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR FUNDS 

 
INFORMATION: The Oklahoma State Department of Health has offered the 
Association a $3,750 contract to be used for coordination of the assessment of 
rural access to Automated External Defibrillator (AED) resources and 
recommendation for AED placement and training within ACOG’s designated 
planning district. The contract, which will be in effect from the date of award 
through August 31, 2004, will be incorporated into the annual ACOG Budget and 
Work Program. This is the same AED grant program administered by ACOG last 
year, which distributed seven AED units to six rural communities in the region. 
Staff recommends that the Executive Director be authorized to negotiate and 
execute this contract. 

 
Action Requested: Motion to authorize the ACOG Executive Director to negotiate 
and execute a contract with the Oklahoma State Department of Health for 
Automated External Defibrillator funds, subject to approval by legal counsel. 
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O. CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS 
NECESSARY FOR A PATHOGEN STUDY 

 (Attachment VI-O) 
 

INFORMATION: Staff is conducting a verification study of the pathogen content of 
various streams in northern Oklahoma County.  All these streams are listed on the 
state 303(d) list as impaired for pathogens. As part of the study, ACOG proposes 
to execute a contract with the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality 
State Environmental Laboratory for water sample analysis. Expenditures under 
this contract will not exceed $11,520.  

 
Staff is also requesting approval for the purchase of Hydrolab Multiparameter 
Water Quality Sensor Equipment. This field equipment will be used for necessary 
water quality analysis at the sampling site. The cost of this equipment is 
$7,700.00.   

 
This study is financially supported by grants supplied under section 604(b) of 
the Clean Water Act.  

 
Action Requested: Motion to authorize ACOG Executive Director to execute a 
contract for laboratory services with the Oklahoma Department of Environmental 
Quality State Environmental Laboratory and an Agreement to Purchase field 
equipment from Hydrolab Corp., subject to approval by legal counsel.

Development grant process began when application packets were mailed to 
eligible entities. A REAP grant writing assistance workshop was conducted on 
February 13, 2004. The REAP application deadline was March 19, 2004. 

 
Twenty-two (22) Transportation applications totaling $923,438.64 were 
received for consideration under the approximately $176,230.35 REAP 
Transportation fund. Thirty-seven (37) Economic/Community Development 
applications totaling $1,246,492.92 were received for consideration under the 
approximately $117,486.90 REAP Economic/Community Development fund. 
Present indications are that ACOG will receive $293,717.25 for REAP funding this 
year, less than 50 percent of prior years’ awards. 

 
Action Requested: Review information and recommendations for funding from 
ACOG staff. Motion to adopt and fund 2004 REAP Transportation and 
Economic/Community Development projects, and alternate projects. 

 
E. CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION FOR ACOG EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO EXECUTE CONTRACT 

WITH THE AUDITOR AND INSPECTOR OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA FOR RURAL

that ACOG administer and distribute these funds to eligible entities for Economic 
Development and Transportation projects. After ACOG has approved the projects

Inspector of the State of Oklahoma must be entered into in order to receive 
funding of approximately $293,717.25 (subject to legislative budget cuts) from 
July 1, 2003 to June 30, 2004. 

 
Action Requested: Motion to authorize ACOG’s Executive Director to execute the 
contract with the Auditor and Inspector of the State of Oklahoma after all 2004 
REAP projects have been approved by ACOG, subject to approval by legal counsel.

B. DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
 
Mr. Taylor reported he and Jane Sutter recently met with Devery Youngblood, Congressman 
Istook’s new field staff director. Mr. Youngblood was given a copy of ACOG’s Washington policy 
document and was brought up to date on ACOG’s ongoing work and support from Congressman 
Istook.  
 
Mr. Taylor said he had received an email that Senator Nickles’ staff would be in town next week 
meeting with ACOG staff to talk about ongoing considerations of the Washington issues. Mr. 
Taylor said INCOG staff recently visited Washington, D.C. and requested the opportunity to use 
ACOG’s Washington policy issues document in order to do briefings with their congressional 
delegation. 
 
Mr. Taylor reported that staff met with Batel Corporation, the prime consultant in the 
development of the Tinker Maintenance, Repair & Overhaul Technology Mall (MRO). Also 
attending the meeting were representatives from Midwest City, Del City, Oklahoma City and 
Oklahoma County. The purpose of the meeting was to look at early transportation needs that 
would be associated with the expansion of Tinker Air Force Base if the MRO is developed and 
what the desired staging of that project would be. Mr. Taylor said the consultants were seeking 
input from ACOG and the various cities related to the development of a Request for Proposals 
from consultants to do detailed design on the project. Mr. Taylor said the group is working with 
Batel to help in the selection of consultants to do transportation system engineering and 
improvements. 
 
Mr. Taylor said the REAP bill has been signed for $15.5 million. The bill would fully restore funding 
for fiscal year 05.

VII. ITEMS REQUIRING INDIVIDUAL ACTION 
 
A. CONSIDER AUTHORIZATION OF A SUBCONTRACT BETWEEN ACOG AND 9-1-1 ACOG FOR 

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AND APPROPRIATE AUTHORIZATIONS REQUIRED TO FULFILL 
OBLIGATIONS UNDER THE OSDH/HRSA GRANT WHICH WILL PROVIDE EMD SOFTWARE 

 
Steve Willoughby said in an effort to ensure proper authorization for ACOG to acquire, implement 
and administer the Oklahoma State Department of Health’s (OSDH) Health Resource and Service 
Administration (HRSA) grant that would provide EMD software and services to 9-1-1 ACOG, staff 
is recommending a subcontract between ACOG and the 9-1-1 ACOG. This contract would 
authorize ACOG to procure and install any necessary hardware, software and supplemental 
equipment to any of the 9-1-1 ACOG’s property for the purposes of fulfilling the obligations under 
the grant. This agreement is coterminous with the OSDH contract utilizing the same terms and 
conditions. 
 
Director Howe made a motion to approve a subcontract between the Association of Central 
Oklahoma Governments (ACOG) and the 9-1-1 Association of Central Oklahoma Governments 
(9-1-1 ACOG) for administrative services and appropriate authorizations required of the HRSA 
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grant funds for the regional Emergency Medical Dispatch program, subject to approval by legal 
counsel. The motion was seconded by Director Reed and carried with the following vote:

B. LEGISLATIVE STATUS REPORT 
 
John Johnson said a handout was available that listed the bills being tracked by staff. Mr. 
Johnson said the Governor had signed 56 of the bills that staff had been tracking. 
 
Mr. Johnson said there were already two bills signed by the Governor that would have a negative 
impact on cities and towns. The first was SB 1529, the collective bargaining bill, which says 
cities of 35,000 population and greater are now subject to non-uniformed municipal employees 
organized collective bargaining units. The other bill was SB 1558, which was the fire and police 
arbitration ballot language. That bill took away from cities the right to write ballot language. Mr. 
Johnson said previously, if an impasse was reached, and the city called an election to take that 
to a vote of the people, normally it was the city that would write the language for the ballot. SB 
1558 changed that practice. 
 
Mr. Johnson said April 29 was the deadline to request conference for bills. If a bill hasn’t been 
signed by the Governor, legislators have to request that it be assigned to a conference 
committee for the bill to remain active and stay in the process. Mr. Johnson said there are only 
four weeks left of the legislative session, but that could seem like an eternity. He said during the 
month of May is when most of the dangerous things happen with bills.  
 
Mr. Johnson then talked about the pending issues of the gasoline tax and tobacco tax. He urged 
Board members to track those issues and become active advocates to their state elected 
officials. He said the current structure that the Governor thinks is a good idea is taking away 
sales tax revenue on the tobacco issue. The Governor does have a Plan B to replace that 
revenue. Mr. Johnson said that is an issue that really needs to be important to Board members 
as well as the gasoline tax issue, and how it will ultimately affect cities and towns if it is passed 
in some form by the Legislature. Mr. Johnson said the fall ballot would be full because it would 
contain issues such as the lottery, same sex marriage, the gasoline tax and the tobacco tax. Mr. 
Johnson said Board members needed to be aware of the implications that could result if the 
Governor starts talking about tobacco and taking away sales tax revenues. 
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Mr. Johnson said staff is pleased about the REAP bill. He said that is an important program for 
the region and has been very beneficial to many entities. 
 
Director Sharpton asked if it would be possible to have an educational session that would cover 
the bill process and the various stages of a bill. He said he would like to learn more about the 
process. 
 
Mr. Johnson said that process was usually handled during the orientation session held annually. 
He said he had hard copy information regarding the bill process and would make that available 
to anyone who wanted it. 
 
Director Smith asked about the SBC bill and wanted to know what they hoped to achieve with the 
bill. 
 
Mr. Johnson said the bill has basically been shelved. He said SBC was looking for some parody in 
regulation and getting out from under the regulation of the Corporation Commission. He said the 
item would either be an interim study or it would be back, but he didn’t think the bill would be 
back before the end of the session. 
 
Mr. Taylor then talked about the issue of the West Nile Virus. He said two years ago ACOG was 
requested by the City of Edmond to create a regional approach to dealing with the West Nile 
Virus. He said staff had been successful during the past two summers in carrying out a program 
with the City/County Health Department. He said staff would be involved with the program again 
this year. A workshop on the West Nile Virus has been scheduled for May 21, at 1:00 p.m. The 
meeting will be held at the Oklahoma City/County Health Department on NE 23rd and Kelly. 
 
Mr. Taylor said the Centers for Disease Control has made another grant award to the Oklahoma 
City/County Health Department. This grant will enable ACOG to get products to member local 
governments so mitigation programs can be used on the West Nile mosquitoes.  
 
Jerry Church said in the past, a match had been required on the program. He said the process 
was too cumbersome as far as the administrative side and the paperwork involved. This year the 
match will not be required. Mr. Church said previously the grant was limited to Oklahoma County 
entities, but it might be expanded beyond the county this year. 
 
VIII. INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
A. NEW ACOG WEB SITE 
 
Jerry Church gave an overview of ACOG’s new Web site. He showed Board members how to 
navigate through the various pull-down menus to find the information they were seeking. He 
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said the agendas could be found in the calendar section. There is also a new archive page, which 
will house old agendas. Current news will be found on the home page. 
 
Mr. Church said information was available on member entities as well. A new map of the ACOG 
region has been produced for the Web site. Links are available to individual community Web 
sites.  
 
Mr. Church said there was also a page devoted to a variety of other links. Some of those included 
a link to the OG&E System Watch, which provides information on power outages, a link that 
provides information on bad road conditions, and a link that provides real time monitoring data 
and a map on air quality.  
 
IX. NEW BUSINESS 
 
No New Business was brought before the Board. 
 
X. ADJOURNMENT

SUBJECT: Proposed FY 2003-2004 Budget Amendment 
 
 
INFORMATION: 
 
The Association is well into its 2003-2004 fiscal year, and staff proposes to amend the budget 
to more closely reflect estimated revenues and expenditures and reflect Board actions taken 
throughout the fiscal year. Noted below are the most significant changes. 
 
The original budget reflected a full year’s revenues and expenditures for the Workforce Division. 
Due to decisions made independently by the Workforce Investment Board and three separate 
funding sources, the Workforce staffing program was relocated and ACOG no longer had a 
Workforce Division effective October 1, 2003. This proposed budget amendment reflects three 
months of revenues and expenditures for the Workforce Division and reflects an increased 
indirect cost rate due to the resulting decrease in the indirect cost allocation base. 
 
The original budget did not reflect $53,010 of Rural Economic Action Plan (REAP) FY 02 Project 
funding that was carried-over and earned during the current fiscal year. 
 
The IGS Division’s Clean Cities Program received a $50,000 Rebate Grant that was not included in 
the original budget. 
  
The original budget also did not include $72,129 of Special State Appropriated Funds for 
Substate Planning Districts (Leadership) that was carried-over from FY 03 or $13,000 for FY 04 
that was passed-through South Western Oklahoma Development Authority (SWODA).

The 9-1-1 ACOG Contract budget was revised to reflect $116,230 in funding for an Oklahoma 
State Department of Health grant for an Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD) pilot project. There 
was also a reduction of $35,333 in revenues and expenditures for the 9-1-1 Administrative 
Contract due to a vacancy in a budgeted staff position during the year. 
 
The proposed budget amendment reflects a $70,787 decrease in expenditures and revenues 
earned for the TPDS Division and a $47,274 decrease in expenditures and revenues earned for 
the Water Division. These resulted primarily from vacancies in budgeted staff positions during 
the year.
