C. CENTRAL OKLAHOMA’S PARTICIPATION IN EPA’S 8-HOUR OZONE FLEX PROGRAM 
(Attachment C) 
 
INFORMATION: This year, the Environmental Protection Agency introduced a new 
initiative called the 8-Hour Ozone Flex program. The purpose of the program is to 
support and reward innovative, voluntary, local strategies to reduce ground-level 
ozone, thereby improving air quality and helping areas maintain attainment with 
the federal ozone standard. Although Central Oklahoma continues to remain in 
compliance with the 8-hour ozone standard, elevated readings during the past 
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few summers have made the Ozone Flex program very attractive. ACOG staff is 
recommending that the region enter into the Ozone Flex Program. The ITTC is 
expected to recommend approval.

(STAPLEGUN) to develop the brochure. 
 
This agreement/contract is for printing of the 2030 OCARTS Plan brochure. The 
brochure is one of three printed products that STAPLEGUN design is developing 
for ACOG. STAPLEGUN, as part of an earlier agreement, is overseeing the quality 
control of the printing process.  
 
During the design phase, staff developed a 17” x 22” map that will accompany the 
brochure. As a result, there are two items on the purchase order and agreement.   
 
Staff recommends that Southwestern Stationery print the brochure and map 
because the firm provided the lowest bid ($5,095) for the project. This amount 
falls within the projected budget amount for this work item.

IV. COMMUNICATIONS 
 
A. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
 
Chairman Sharpton did not give a report. 
 
B. DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
 
Zach Taylor congratulated Chairman Mark Sharpton and Director Grant Hedrick on their 
reelection. He said it was always good to have leadership returning. 
 
Mr. Taylor said he recently attended a meeting of the Oklahoma Municipal League’s Legislative 
Commission. At the meeting were representatives from several communities in the state that 
had significant concerns about the implementation of the streamlined sales tax measures as 
they were carried out by the Tax Commission and the Postal Service. As a result of that meeting, 
the area city managers hosted the gentleman who is in charge of the streamlined sales tax at 
their regular metro managers meeting. That gentleman reported on the implementation of the 
streamlined sales tax bill. Mr. Taylor said the implementation of that streamlined sales tax bill is 
the precursor to legislation being secured by Congress to deal with Internet transactions. He 
said as the law now stands it is being used for out of state catalog sales orders, telephone sales, 
etc. and is also voluntarily being utilized by a number of retailers that do business through the 
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Internet. Mr. Taylor said Oklahoma continues to be a leader in that effort and is making positive 
efforts to effectuate the implementation of that. By all accounts it sounds like the money is 
returning to the cities and the counties and the State of Oklahoma. The legislative meeting had 
to do with whether the Post Office was recognizing addresses in a timely manner in new 
developments. Mr. Taylor said the Tax Commission and everybody feels pretty good that the 
boundary changes that the cities make, if they are communicated to the Tax Commission, are 
getting loaded into the Tax Commission computer systems. Often times there are delays before 
the Post Office recognizes new addresses. 
 
Mr. Taylor said there are changes that have to constantly be made to Oklahoma law to get the 
state in harmony or conformity with the federal law. There are some issues that will need to be 
addressed and approved by the Oklahoma Legislature this session if the state is to continue to 
provide for the perfect adherence to what the federal law requires.  
 
Mr. Taylor congratulated the City of Moore on their public safety sales tax issue that was 
approved by the voters. That tax is primarily dedicated to public safety improvements. 
 
Mr. Taylor also congratulated Willa Johnson on being named to the Nomination’s Committee at 
the National League of Cities. Director Johnson was also featured on the front page of the 
October 23 issue for her work on the strengthening of after school programs in cities.

INFORMATION: 
 
Last year, ACOG was approached by local and state public safety officials seeking a regional 
entity to administer the Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) grant. ACOG is currently 
administering this grant for FFY 05, $4,456,137.40, and has been asked by the State Homeland 
Security Office to administer the FFY 06 grant in the amount of $3,281,600.00. 
 
The UASI program provides financial assistance to address the unique planning, equipment, 
training, and exercise needs of high-threat, high-density urban areas, and to assist them in 
building an enhanced and sustainable capacity to prevent, respond to, and recover from threats 
or acts of terrorism. 
 
The UASI program further provides the opportunity to enhance regional preparedness efforts. 
Urban areas are encouraged to employ regional approaches to overall preparedness and to 
adopt regional response structures whenever appropriate to meet the needs identified through 
the assessment and in the urban area strategy.   
 
Federal guidelines establish ACOG will be allowed to retain three percent of the local grant funds 
awarded for FFY 06 for administration of the program. The agreement with the Oklahoma Office 
of Homeland Security outlines an award process consisting of local officials who will make
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recommendations and approve individual awards from the total grant funds allocated. Though 
ACOG will be the procurement agent, ownership of equipment purchased through this grant will 
be maintained by the local entity.

SUBJECT: Municipal Scheduling of "Trick or Treat" Night 
 
 
INFORMATION: 
 
In 1983, the ACOG Board of Directors evaluated the merits of a uniformly observed evening for 
"Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area for future years. It was their conclusion that agreement 
by the member local governments of ACOG relating to a uniform date held merit, was desirable 
and would facilitate the protection of the health, safety and welfare of the children of the region. 
 
The Board determined that October 31, the evening of Halloween, should be the primary uniform 
date established for the observance of "Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area. Due to the 
potential number of exceptions that could cause us to re-evaluate this date, the Board of 
Directors directed that the date be re-affirmed in December of each year. (See background 
memorandum attached.) 
 
It is staff's recommendation that Wednesday, October 31, 2007, be designated as the uniform 
date for observance of "Trick or Treat" in the metropolitan area.

Motion to designate the date for observance of "Trick or Treat" as Wednesday, October 31, 2007.

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souls of the dead were out and around along with
fairies, witches and demons, food and drink were left
out to placate those demons. As the centuries wore on,
however, people began dressing as these dreadful
CLeatures and performing antics in exchange for
offering of food and drink. This practice, called
mumming, evolved into our present trick-or-treating.
To this day, witches, ghosts and skeleton creatures are
among the favorite disguises.

In the 19th century, our 'research indicates Irish
immigrants brought this Halloween observance to the
United States. They found a fully developed and
elaborate witch belief system already waiting for them.

In 17th and 18th century America, Halloween was
mentioned in almanacs as a day on which to mark one's
progress in agricultural production. The notion of a
harvest day was melded with that of the day for the
spirits of the dead. Most of the customs ,that we
associate with the holiday today known as Halloween,
such as carving of jack-o-lanterns, were brought to
this country in the 19th century by the great number of
Irish immigrants.

While children's trick-or-treating has long been one of
the main American Halloween activities, in recent
years, adults have been increasingly reclaiming and
redefining the holiday, which is taking on the air of a
Mardi Gras and a masquerade. Today, adults in
costume disguises drawn from the latest headlines take
to the streets in big cities and small cities across
America and parade in great numbers past flickering,
grinning carved jack-o-lanterns. They are creating
anew a custom with a pedigreed ancestry.

Thus, Halloween as we know it today started as one
thing among Celtic peoples of England, Ireland and
Scotland almost two millennia ago. It has been
associated with many different things since, yet it
continues to be carried out. We can see that its
obser';a~ce has throughout the centuries been generally
associated with the evening prior to November 1.
Throug;".out its two .millennia history, it generally has
been observed on October 31. There have been a number
of a~tempts by a number of groups over this period of
time to change the date of its observance for a
multitude of reasons. However, it still stands, as
best our research can tell us, that the general
observance of Halloween, going back to its native land
as well as across the United States, remains
predominantly October 31.

The request which is before the Board of Directors is



related to a cequest to seek a uniformly observed
eveninq for Halloween trick-or-treating in tne Oklahoma
City metropolitan area for future years. Our research
of documented observances amonq communities in the
metropolitan area, dating back to 1971, indicates that
generally speakinq Halloween trick-or-treat night has
been observed on the eveninq of Halloweeen, October 31.
There are some exceptions to that date. The exceptions
which we note from our research were to change it on
some occasions--l)when the 31st fell on Wednesday, some
groups requested a different night because it
interfered with church activities, 2) when it
conflicted with a Friday or Saturday niqht football
game (some requested a change when it conflicted with
televised football games on Monday) and 3) when the
31st fell on a Sunday, some requested a chanqe.

It is staff's belief that aqreement by the member local
governments relating to a uniformly observed niqht for
Halloween trick-or-treating in the Oklahoma City
metropolitan area in future years holds merit, is
desirable and would certainly facilitate the protection
of the health, safety and welfare of the children of
the region. Therefore, it is staff's recommendation to
the Board that October 31, the evening of Halloween, be
the uniform date established for the observance of
Halloween trick-or-treating in the metropolitan a-rea.
Due to the potential number of exceptions that could
cause us to reevaluate this date, we recommend that the
date be reaffirmed in December each year. As
communities in the metropolitan area approach the date,
they would know well in advance the affirmation of that
date for observance of Halloween trick-or-treating.
