V. STAFF REPORT

A. Geophysical Programs — Mr. Harrington spoke of the three geophysical projects he is currently
working onin EIReno, in Edmond at Thunderhead Hills, and in Yukon. He indicated that the salt
water contamination found at Thunderhead Hills is the result of small, old pits, that two have
been found and there may be more. He said that some illegal wells have also been found.
Mr. Harrington said that Oklahoma City has asked him to look at the Majestic Heights area
north of Yukon. He commented that water wells have been going dry there and after testing
the area, it was found that the wells have fractures.

B. Drought Update —Mr. Harrington said that southeastern Oklahoma has had the driest March on
record. He said that we are currently on the dry side of normal and indicated that spring should
have normal precipitation.

C. Legislativelssues —Mr. Harrington suggested the Committee watch the progress of Senate Bill
288 which s formally establishing a linkage between surface water and ground water that is
not on a sole source aquifer. He said this is bad news for anyone who is a proponent of ground
water rights in western Oklahoma.

RE: Progress Report

Staff is attending State Water Plan meetings with the Department of Commerce.

Staff is continuing the Thunderhead Hills geophysical field work. More saltwater pits have been
delineated. The reportis in preparation.

Staff is conducting a geophysical survey in the Majestic Heights neighborhood to assess the
groundwater capacity in the neighborhood. Surveylocated a drillable fracture.

Staff is conducting a geophysical survey near 119" and Council Rd to assess the groundwater
capacity in the neighborhood. Survey located a drillable fracture.

Staff reviewed Canadian River dissolved oxygen model and submitted another report (March 2007)
for the expansion of the Mustang plant from 1.50 to 2.00 mgd. Model has now been expanded to
account for less ammonia in the effluent.

Staff is reviewing surface water models for Oklahoma City planning report to analyze options
regarding future sites or increasing present capacities.
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
