*Certain labor protection requirements normally applied to unionized transit agencies also apply to JARC funds. The labor protection requirements (Section 5333(b) of Title 49 of the U.S. Code, Chapter 53) include provisions such that employees of non-transit agencies could assert their rights to union wages, fringe benefits, work rules and requirements that would compel non-union employers to enter into a collective bargaining agreement. The labor protection requirements are administered by the U.S. Department of Labor. It is advised that any applicant considering applying for JARC funds be aware that the U.S. Department of Labor could assert that labor protections apply, including but not limited to those protections stated above. Accuracy of scoring depends upon the completeness and level of detail of information provided by the applicant.
